Opposite a window, an oversized mirror runs just short of the ceiling 
to amplify the sunlight streaming in through the windows. Subtle strip 
fluoro lighting by The Caribou Group (www.caribou.com.au) runs along 
each side of the mirror. The crowning glory, however, is the modern 
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take on the classic Odette chandelier from Beacon Lighting (a steal at
